ELECTRICAL INSTALLATION: 
All installations must be in accordance with city, county, parish, state, or provincial electrical codes and be performed by a 

certified electrician.  For questions, please contact a local licensed electrical contractor. 

 

1. All electrical power must be turned off to the laundry machine and 

any other circuit that is to be used for this installation.  Lockout 

and tag procedures must be observed when installing this 

device.  Never open the Sprint enclosure while power is 

applied.  Signals may be active from the laundry machine, 

even with Sprint power turned off.  Use appropriately rated 

insulated wiring, electrical fixtures, and other materials that 

meet all applicable electrical and building codes. 

2. Sprint Controls Only: This control has a switch to select the 

proper line voltage. Remove the back cover of the enclosure; 

use the switch to select between 230/115/24VAC as shown in 

Figure 1.  Reinstall the back cover. 

WARNING:  This must be done before connecting power to the 

unit. 

3. Connect to the appropriate power source.

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Setup and Programming 

 

1. Turn on the power switch; verify the LED turns on solid GREEN. 

2. Remove the front cover nameplate to access the programming potentiometers. (Use a small 

precision screwdriver for this action.) 

3. Programming the unit is done by setting the potentiometer to the desire time for both the Run 

Time and Lockout Time.  

4. Set the Run Time potentiometer to a desired pump run time, range 10 ~ 120 seconds. 

5. Set the Lockout potentiometer to a desired pump lockout time, discrete time as indicated on the 

label. 

6. Apply trigger signal (24/115/230 VAC), the LED should flash RED as the trigger is active. 

7. After a 5 second trigger, the pump will run for the Run Time set in Step 4; the LED should turn 

solid RED. 

8. After the Run Time, the pump will stop and the unit will go into the Lockout Time set in Step 5; 

the LED should flash GREEN. 

9. After the Lockout Time, the pump should be idle and the LED should turn solid GREEN. 

10. The trigger signal will need to be OFF for at least 30 seconds after the pump Lockout Time,

Green LED). The priming button is on the bottom of the unit next to the 

power switch. The pump will run while the button is depressed and stop

Product Warranty

expendable and are not covered under warranty.  This warranty is extended only to the original buyer of DEMA 

products.  If products are altered or repaired without prior approval of DEMA, this warranty is void.
